20-Natural (Wood Tones)

Color #7: 12-1/2 Yards 1895

Although we increased the yardage to 
1-1/4 yards, so you can cut (3) 14” strips 
from your fabric in this correction, 1 yard 
will work.  Simply cut (24) 14” x 1-3/4” 
strips from (2) 14” strips, then cut (4) 8” 
x 1-3/4” strips from the left over yard-
age.  Stack the shorter strips on top of 
the piles and simply make sure you cut 

enough pieces.  (Or, cut two 14” x 1-3/4” 
strips, horizontally).  There is more than 
enough yardage in 1 yard to cut all of 

piece CW-2.
