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Dresden Blades, Fabrics C4 & C5: Select (2) Fat Quarters

that contrast with C1 and C2. Cut and clip the pieces together as
noted below.
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Border Fabric, Fabric C6: Select (1) Fat Quarter, usually the
darkest or lightest. Cut the fabric as shown below and place in the
corresponding bags.

Border Cut: (4) 3-1/2" x 18-1/2" Strips
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Clip together and
Place in Border Bag
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
